exhibition in collaboration with CHAT’s Learning and Community Team in align with
CHAT’s vision and mission;

e working closely with curatorial team and collaborate with artists, designers,
professionals, scholars, students and members of the broader communities to
conceptualise and realise exhibitions, lectures, symposia, artists talks, workshops,
performances, publications, artist-in-resident programme and other related
programmes;

e being a speaker of public events such as tour and talk events;

e working with curatorial programme management team to monitor exhibition production
schedule;

e conducting research and building network for CHAT’s curatorial programmes;

e budget planning, adhering to approved budget and maintaining accurate financial
records;

e monitoring art logistics and condition reports for exhibitions;

operating CHAT.
